RYA ZONES

RYA Volvo West Zone Championships (Ullswater Yacht Club):

A north easterly light and not so cold 6-8 knot breeze was the order of the day on Sunday at the RYA Volvo West Zone Championships providing very similar conditions to that of the first day. The shifty winds again demanded sailors to keep looking ahead and anticipating the changes allowing the cream to rise to the top as honed skills came into play.

A full schedule of three races went ahead in all classes rounding off a fantastic 2010 RYA Volvo West Zone Championships in a stunning location giving squad selectors plenty of racing to critique. Racing was for Mirrors, Fevas, Optimists and Toppers.

Final Results:

Optimist: 1st Bobby Hewitt, 11, Leigh & Lowton SC, Warrington, 2nd Hannah Bristow, 12, Burworth, Macclesfield, 3rd Charlie Ewing, 12, Dee SC, Wirral. Hewitt posted a 1,1,2 to keep hold of his overnight lead Bristow kept it consistent to retain their second.  

Topper: 1st Dan Venables, 13, Sutton, Sutton Coldfield, 2nd Jamie Purcell, 14, Redesmere, Macclesfield, 3rd Jamie Catchpole, 14, Leigh & Lowton SC, High Leigh. Jamie Purcell and Dan Venables swapped first and second overnight places, Venables’ three bullets beating Purcell’s 2,2, DNC. 

RYA Volvo North Zone Championship (Yorkshire Dales Sailing Club, Yorkshire):

The hardy north zone sailors battling it out for zone honours up in the Yorkshire Dales almost all got a full series of six races in this weekend. For the dinghies Sunday’s high winds, gusting 25-26 knots this morning, forced a delay too long to squeeze the last race in but time allowed for an extra race for the windsurfers which meant they got a full series in. 

The breeze having moderated to 16-18 knots from the north east meant the first races were underway by 12:30pm and the challenging quite gusty and shifty conditions gave the sailors another day of great racing testing them to the max.

Racing was close particularly in the Topper and windsurfer fleets. All podium places were taken by sailors from outwith the North West Region, except for Oliver Bradley Baker, of the West Kirby Warriors, who took third in the Techno 7.8. 

POWERBOAT RACING

WEST KIRBY POWERBOAT ACE TAKES NATIONAL TITLE 

West Kirby powerboat ace Henry Hughes, 12, has won the National Final of the Honda RYA Youth RIB Championship, on 12 September, at the PSP Southampton Boat Show.  

Henry, from West Kirby Sailing Club, the Wirral, is a grizzled veteran of the RYA Honda Youth RIB event, having won the NW Regional final for four successive years from 2007, and so has competed in three previous UK finals. 

At this year’s final, 13 regional champions from Henry’s age group of 8-12 years, competed against the clock and put their RIB driving skill, control and speed to the test. The course required tricky timed manoeuvres, including a high speed slalom course, a man overboard drill, and a blast to the finish line, to test every aspect of the youngsters’ powerboat driving skills. 

It was a test which Henry passed with flying colours. Henry called on all his experience from three previous national finals to shave just fractions of a second off each manoeuvre to record a fast time of 1 minute 21.35 seconds. He needed all these fractions of a second to beat off second placed competitor Stephen Green, winning by less than a third of a second and so Henry took the prestigious title - 2010 National Champion. 

Henry is sure of a warm welcome on his return home to West Kirby Sailing Club, because his title win secures the fantastic prize of a Honwave T40 RIB with a Honda BF20 engine for his club. 

In the other age group, 13 to 16 years, the winner was Luke McGill from Sunderland YC, while the NW’s champion, Dominic Curry of Glossop Sailing Club, took fifth place. All the competitors picked up a certificate for taking part and the top three in each class also collected vouchers from RIBcraft, hold-all and Oakley sunglasses.

Henry said of his win: “It feels really good.  I gave it everything I’ve got and hoped for the best.  I’ve been in powerboats since I was two and have taken part in the championship for the past four years so it’s great to finally win.

“I hope they’ll all be really pleased for me at the club and I do hope that I can be the first to take the new RIB out on the water.  As for next year I’ll be in the older age group and would love to be back!”

Presenting the prizes were RYA CEO Sarah Treseder, Honda’s Steve Morris and RIBcraft’s Charlie Chan.

Sarah commented: “Over the last eight years of the championship some 18,000 youngsters have taken part demonstrating that it is not only developing boat handling skills but is great fun too.  Our special thanks go to Honda and RIBcraft who are far more than sponsors they are partners in this project to build the standards of young RIB drivers.”

Steve from Honda added: “We are totally delighted with our association with the competition.  It’s a great way to see our products used in a fun and safe way and it is evident since the start of the championship the standard has really grown and what we’ve seen here today has been incredible, well done everyone.”

The Honda RYA Youth RIB challenge allows youngsters to demonstrate their skills as expert boat handlers and improve their skills in a safe, controlled environment.  To ensure safety at all times each child is accompanied in the RIB by a competent adult/instructor.

DINGHY RACING

NW pair Bithell and Birrel are the new Champions of Champions

Stuart Bithell, a 24 year old member of Hollingworth Lake SC, Rochdale and his 21-year-old crew, Christian Birrel, both representing the Merlin Rocket class, have won the 50th Endeavour Trophy Champion of Champions event at Burnham-on-Crouch, over weekend October 1-3. 

The annual Endeavour Trophy allows National Champions of different classes to compete against each other in identical, two person boats. 30 champions and their crews competed in this invitation only event, and all represented the creme de la creme of British dinghy racing.

The two young sailors qualified for the event by comfortably winning the highly competitive Merlin Rocket National Championships at Penzance in August. Both were taking a summer break from their campaigning in the Olympic 470 class dinghy.  After a very successful summer, in which he landed both the Merlin Nationals title and the Endeavour Trophy, Bithell, who is a member of the Skandia Team GBR 470 Performance Squad, now returns to campaigning for a place in the 2012 Olympic Games with helm Luke Patience. 

On the second day of the weekend event, in strong winds of up to 28 knots, Bithell and Birrel showed that consistency pays by clocking up another fifth place to add to their impressive string of top six results from the Saturday. In doing so they managed to knock Graham Camm and Zoe Ballantyne (National 12 class) off the overnight leading position.

Bithell commented, “We did all the hard work yesterday by sailing a consistent series which put us in a good position going into today’s races. We were pleased that we were able to sail well in both the light and heavy winds.”

As well as winning the magnificent solid silver Endeavour Trophy, Stuart Bithell and Christian Birrel – the overall winners – were awarded a £1,000 Musto voucher, and an invite for a chance to race at the Bitter End Pro Am Regatta in the British Virgin Islands.

At the prizegiving ceremony, special thanks were given to the event sponsors including Topper, Musto, Hyde Sails, English Braids, Selden, Noble Marine and Petticrows.

JUNIOR RACING 

RYA North West Junior Travellers at Redesmere Sailing Club 

Redesmere hosted round 9 of the RYA North West Junior Traveller Trophy on Saturday 4th September 2010. Fifty eight visitors joined twenty four home boats to make for a record breaking 82 entries, the best in the history of this event since the records began in 1992. 

A combination of an excellent weather forecast, and a large number of newcomers to the event, helped push the numbers to new heights beating the previous record of 61 entries in 2003. Junior racing is very much on the up in the North West. The visitors came from 14 different clubs in the North West and sailed a total of 10 different classes (by handicap). 

The Race Officer split the fleets into three (although he could have done with splitting it more ways!) and sent the Youth fleet first, followed by the Junior handicap fleet and finally the Optimists. 

Race 1 started with all three fleets getting away cleanly. In the Youth fleet (12 entries), Elliot Hanson led the race from start to finish, with Sam Hall, Andrew Green and Chris Wheeler in close contention, but at the finish on handicap, Green in his Radial was able to take second place from Hall in his full rig. 

In the Junior fleet (62 entries), Andrew Stott in a Radial led the fleet around the course, with Kirk Knights in another Radial close behind. However, after corrected time, the winner was Alex Jardine and in second place Chris Chasty, both in Toppers, with Stott and Knights in third and fourth. For the select Optimist fleet (8 entries) Charlie Ewing led the race from start to finish, followed closely by Bobby Hewitt and Matthew Leckie in third. 

After the now renowned Redesmere BBQ for lunch, the second race for the Youth fleet got away cleanly and Hanson was again leading from the start. In the early stages, he was followed by Hall, Green and Wheeler, but Wheeler pulled through to second place and pushed Hall back to third which is how they finished on handicap. The Junior fleet however, were a little too eager in their start, which gave rise to a general recall and the use of the black flag as promised by the Race Officer. 

On the re-start there were no OCS boats and the race got underway with the Radial of Sam Clark leading the fleet round for two laps, only to be overtaken by Knights after three laps and then also by Stott at the finish. However, the Toppers behind them had been sailed well to handicap and this time Chasty was first, Jardine second and Jamie Purcell third on corrected time. In the Optimists, Hewitt led from start to finish, but Ewing finished very close and then Leckie a short distance behind them. 

After a slightly extended break for drinks and cakes everyone was launched for race 3 (a good 10 minute process). Once again Hanson dominated the youth fleet, leading from start to finish followed by Green and Hall, with Ben Lawrence picking up fourth place. In the junior fleet, Stott led this race from start to finish, with Knights not too far behind and this time with the wind a little lighter than in earlier races, they held onto their positions, with the Topper of Jardine taking third and the Radial of Ariana Nielsen-Timms fourth. In the Optimists there was another close battle for first place, but Hewitt secured this again, with Ewing second and Leckie third.

Rain Can’t Wash Away Youngsters’ Fun OnBoard

The rain lashed down, but could not dampen the high spirits among young sailors at a sailing event at the weekend. The event was the OnBoard Festival, held at the Low Wood Watersports Centre, Ambleside on Sunday 3 October. 

36 kids in four teams came to the Festival from Outdoor Centres all over the Lake District, and all had learned to sail through RYA’s OnBoard initiative. The kids were all aged 8 to 17, and many had learned to sail just this year.  It was the second OnBoard Festival of the year in the Lakes, following one at Derwentwater in May. At this Festival, the kids had another chance to meet youngsters from other centres elsewhere in the Lakes in a friendly competition. 

The centres sending teams were Derwentwater, Bassenthwaite, Lakes Leisure at Windermere and the Low Wood.  Official OnBoard suppliers Laser Performance weighed in with major support, supplying a 30 strong fleet of Laser Bug dinghies for the event, and prizes.  

The OnBoard Festival gave the young competitors varied fun and games on the water, despite organisers having to adapt the planned programme to the horrible conditions of torrential rain and little wind. In the morning, there were team games including a relay race and collecting floating bottle tops. 

The afternoon was for racing, and despite the weather, organisers managed to run one sailing race. The event was completed with team paddling and capsizing races, which kept the youngsters busy and active, and required plenty of swimming as well as sailing! 

The two race winners covered the age span of the kids at the event, with little Cara Lakin, 9, from the Low Wood OnBoard club winning the Laser Bug class, while 17 year old Sam Morley from the Derwentwater OnBoard club won the Pico class.

Organiser Dave Woodhead of the RYA said, “Considering the awful weather, we had a terrific fun day. Everybody was really damp but it didn’t dampen our enthusiasm for sailing!”

Proud winner Cara Lakin from the home team agreed, “It was very, very, very wet but great fun!”

Run by the RYA, OnBoard is a grass roots programme which introduces sailing and windsurfing to young people aged 8 to 18, through schools, youth groups and training centres. Over a ten year period OnBoard aims to introduce a minimum of 500,000 children to sailing and windsurfing in the UK, converting over 10% of them into regular participants. So far it’s nicely on track.

NW Sailors win Enterprise Youths

Tom Hewitt and Hannah Adams from West Lancs won the Enterprise Youths with Alan Roberts and Rob Lea (Pilks) in third place and Sam Woods and Richard Hayton (Etherow CPSC) fifth. 4 out of the top 5 were from the NW if you include Harry Hill and Richard Abenstern from High Peak. 

In the Nationals Tony Woods and Charles Bowers were 4th, Pete and Jack Lawson 9th with a very strong showing from West Lancs sailors (11th, 13th and 14th). 


ENDURANCE RACE

470 sailors catch South Staffs

After the domination of last year’s Race by South Staffs SC, with their GP and Lark teams in 1st and 2nd places, it took a 470 Association team of Olympic squad sailors led by Neil Marsden, a 24 Hour Race maestro, to push South Staffs from the top spots. 

The race started with a force 3 westerly wind, resulting in the now customary reaching start for the 70 odd competing teams. In the first flight the Midland A team GP was over the line at the windward end while the South Staffs and 470 teams started at the leeward end. Sailing in close contention with South Staffs for the first two laps, the 470’s were in the lead at the end of the second lap, giving them the Radio Merseyside Trophy for the fastest first two laps. 

An early penalty took the South Staffs GP off the leader board at this stage, leaving their club’s Lark in 2nd place and the West Lancs Enterprise in 3rd, the highest positions a Lark and Enterprise were to occupy for the race. Thereafter, the class of the Olympic 470 hopefuls continued to show and they drew inexorably away from the fleet, never to be headed. Behind them, the GPs and Enterprises had their own battles. 

In the GPs the struggle was mainly between South Staffs, Budworth A, Sail for Cancer and Midland A. By 20.00 South Staffs GP had overcome their penalty and were not seriously threatened again despite some impressive spinnaker work from the other leading contenders. 

In the Enterprises , West Lancs were overhauled by first Papercourt and then Pilkington A team, with Soul Sailor Racing Association with Chester Masters also in contention. Briefly leading the Enterprises on Saturday afternoon, Soul Sailor slipped back temporarily but regained their leading position around 19.00 with West Lancs now their closest competitor. 

Black clouds towards dusk heralded a period of fierce squalls and accompanying rain. The wind eased for a while in the late evening but by morning it had veered to the north -west, giving two long reaches and a short beat and continued to strengthen to some 20 knots at the race end. 

By this time, Midland A had taken the Midnight Race and Budworth A the Heineken Ladies Trophy with the ladies of the 470’s and Soul Sailor coming 2nd and 3rd. 

The Prize Giving was a time to remember the driving figure of the early years of the race, Jack Whiteley, who died recently, not with a minute’s silence, but in the preferred West Lancs fashion with three hearty cheers. In addition to the serious business of thanking the sponsors, especially Navigators and General insurance, and presenting West Lanc’s impressive array of silverware, a draw was made for a radio controlled Laser raffled in aid of the Race’s Charity, Sail for Cancer. The Sail for Cancer Trophy for the Club raising the most funds for the Charity, went to Pennine Sailing Club. The total raised by the event topped £4,000. Once again, GPs occupied a large majority of the top ten positions, making the yardsticks used for the event look increasingly questionable. 

The event closed with an emotional thank you speech from Neil Marsden, Captain and Coach of the 470 Association Team.

Activate your Laser Fleet Project

GLOSSOP SAILING CLUB WIN ACTIVATE YOUR LASER FLEET INNOVATION AWARD 

Glossop Sailing Club has won the first ever Activate Your Laser Fleet Award for Innovation. Thanks to their inventive plans and ideas, the club will spend a day with Olympic, World and European Laser title holder, Skandia Team GBR’s Paul Goodison, who is ambassador of the ‘Activate’ scheme.

Katie Ashworth, Marketing Manager at Laser Performance explains: “We asked ‘Activators’ to apply for the Innovation Award by telling us about the different methods that they have used at their clubs to get Laser out of the boat park and back on the water. It’s been great to see how the different clubs have approached the Activate challenge and we had some outstanding entries.”

Set up by Laser Performance, the UKLA and the RYA, the ‘Activate Your Laser Fleet’ programme was launched to increase adult participation in sailing by reinvigorating activity in the number of under used Laser fleets across the country.

More Adults SAILING More Often

One of the RYA’s primary objectives is to inspire more adults to go sailing more often. The RYA Sport Development Department is keen to engage with RYA clubs and training centres who wish to see more adults sailing/windsurfing more often. The initial key focus is encouraging existing sailors to get more active and out on the water more often, but will naturally include attracting new comers to the sport. Funding for this initiative has come through a successful application to Sport England as part of the RYA Whole Sport Plan 2009 - 2013. 

A key project is the Regional Club Coaches Scheme for Adults, launched this year. Working with your RYA Regional Development Officer we can actively assist clubs and centres through the Regional Club Coaches Scheme (RCC’s) to encourage their members and participants to go afloat on a regular basis. RCC’s work in partnership with key RYA clubs and training centres offering practical advice and support to encourage regular sailing activity. 

Although this is a relatively new initiative we have already helped/in the process of helping a number of clubs and training centres to identify and deliver (through sports development plans) the following: 

Volunteer training days: e.g. pre-season/end of season instructor training days 

Training courses of benefit to club volunteers. 

Helping clubs become RYA Training Centres or extend their existing recognition 

Running class specific training days for clusters of clubs in an area 

Advice on marketing and promoting your club or training centre  

Advice on funding opportunities

 Sport England Small Grants Scheme – 

The small grants programme will provide funding for community-level activities that help people become involved in sport, keep people in sport or help people improve their performance at their chosen sport. 

The programme will be open to bona fide not-for-profit organisations, including applicants from sports clubs, voluntary or community organisations, local authorities, education establishments (such as schools, colleges and universities). Projects will need to demonstrate how they contribute to growing and sustaining participation in community sport or helping improve performance in sport. Funding will not be available to individuals.

RACING COACH LEVEL 2 COURSES
